This year, new leadership milestones were reached: 

• 8 shepherding couples were appointed in Nairobi for further training. 

• 5 shepherding couples were recognized in Kampala, Uganda. 

• 34 deacons were appointed in Nairobi to serve the growing body of believers.

     New Church Plant – Kitengela, Kenya 

In the midst of financial challenges, we celebrate the planting of the Kitengela Church, a 
new congregation just south of Nairobi! 
Kitengela is a rapidly growing community in Kajiado County, known for its mix of 
residential, commercial, and industrial development, and its proximity to Nairobi National 
Park. 

The new church began in August 2025 and already has 64 committed members — a 
beautiful mix of older and younger disciples. 

Tom and Didi Akello, who faithfully led the church in Bujumbura, Burundi, have now 
moved to lead this new congregation. 
Their faith and leadership are an inspiration, and the Charlotte Church’s support is 
helping Kitengela grow toward becoming a self-supporting church within the next three 
years. 

 

    Raising Future Missionaries
